McCormick encour-
aged the seniors to take
some precautions before
going out. She suggested
they keep extra money
in an emergency pocket
so a student can get

home by calling a cab;
also to make a deal with
their family for a ride
with no questions asked
ifitis needed. “Your
family would rather pick
you up than have to bail
you out of jail or identify
you at the morgue,” she
said.

At the end of the
assembly representatives
from SAFE, Inc. handed
out free ride cards to all
students.
